• Simple: Fill out the online form, pay online, and attach your ad – or provide text for
us to create it.

• Affordable: $25/month (just $20/month with a 3-month minimum commitment).

• Even more affordable for HeightsArts Working Artist members. As a member
benefit, you pay $20/month (just $15/month with a 3-month minimum commitment).

• Your ad will appear in 8,500 copies distributed across CH, UH, Little Italy,
University Circle and Shaker Square/Larchmere.

• This is designed just for makers, artists and artisans; and subsidized by
HeightsArts and the Heights Observer. You won’t find a more affordable way to
reach the Heights buying community.
